Hours and ages:

Hours:  9:00 a.m. – 2:00 p.m. Tuesday and Thursday

Ages:  6 months through 4 years (as of September 1) 

A late pick up fee of $5.00 will be charged after 10 minutes.  Thereafter the charge is $1.00 per 5 minutes.  Please notify us if an emergency arises and you see that you are going to be late.  

Fees:

A yearly registration fee of $40.00 per child and a $50.00 per semester supply fee will be required of each child. These fees are non-refundable.
Monthly Tuition:  

$130.00 per month per child.  

$125.00 per month for each additional enrolled child per family.  

Tuition is due by the 2nd class of the month.  There will be a late charge of $5.00 if payment is not received by the 3rd class.
Payments made by cash must be taken to church office. A receipt will be written up and given to you.
There will be a returned check fee of $15.00 per each occurrence.   Families who have two returned checks in one school year must pay cash.

Curriculum:

The A Beka Curriculum is the foundation of our educational program.  We will incorporate Bible stories, information on Christian values, and scripture to memory during our daily lessons.   We will encourage the children to learn in a fun yet challenging environment.  In addition to the A Beka program our curriculum includes art, music, and other special classes to provide a fully integrated program.  Chapel will be held once a month.

Arrival and Dismissal:

Children must be left in the presence of a staff member.  Children should arrive no earlier than 8:55, in order for teachers to make final preparations for that day.  They should arrive no later than 9:05, to prevent the disruption of the classroom schedule.  Children will not be allowed to leave school with anyone other than designated persons on the release form on file in the office.  This is for your child’s protection.  When someone on your release form picks up your child a current driver’s license is required.  In an emergency situation, parent’s prior approval is required before your child is released to anyone not designated.  This can be a phone call to the office.

Food Services:

Parents are required to send a lunch with their child each day except in the event of a party or special occasion.  Please prepare food items at home so that your child can feed himself/herself with minimal assistance.  Please avoid sending food that needs warmed.  The Pre-School does not have commercial kitchen facilities.  Please label your child’s lunch box.  For all infants, 1’s, and 2’s please send their drink in a labeled spill proof cup.  Snacks will be provided by the program.  (Please tell us about your child’s special diet needs on the Emergency Medical Release Form.)

Rest time: 

All classes will have designated rest time every afternoon.  We do not require the child to fall asleep, but we do ask all children to spend quite time.  Please send a blanket and/or mat for your child every day.  

Discipline:

Children need to have structure to know their limitations, as well as to feel secure in a loving environment.  If a child is disruptive to the classroom, he/she will the first time receive a warning.  The second time results in time-out.  The third time the child is removed from the classroom, and sent to the Director.  If disruptive behavior continues, the parent will be called for a conference. At any time, the Director can determine whether a child may remain in the program or be dismissed from the program due to continued behavioral problems or developmental delays.
Illness:

For the protection of other children, children should not be brought to school when any of the following symptoms exist.  

1. Fever (should be fever free for 24 hours without the aid of medication)

2. Vomiting and/or diarrhea

3. Any symptom of the usual childhood diseases; scarlet fever, German measles, mumps, chicken pox, and whooping cough

4. Common cold symptoms - onset until clear

5. Thick colored mucus discharge from nose (If discharge is due to allergies a note from the child’s doctor must be on file in the MDO office.)

6. Sore throat

7. Croup

8. Any skin infection:  boils, ringworm, impetigo

9. Any unexplained rash

10. Pink eye and other eye infections

A child should not return to class unless free of these symptoms.  Administration reserves the right to require a doctor’s note before a student may return.  If a child becomes ill at school, he/she will be removed from the room and a parent or designated person will be notified and asked to take child home.

A medication permission form must be filled out before any prescriptions will be given to your child.  The medicine must be in the original container, and have the child’s name on it.  The dosage, physician’s name, and directions to administer must be written on the label.  We must have a measuring device to administer the medicine.  
School Calendar:

We follow the Keller Independent School District calendar.  In case of inclement weather the KISD policy will be followed.  There will be no make-up days or refunds for days closed.  Please listen to local radio or television stations for this information. 

*Please note:  Due to school holidays, the number of classes per month will vary.  For example in December it is possible we will only have 2 weeks of classes.  You will still be required to pay a full month’s tuition.  This policy is in line with other child-care providers in the area. 
Dress and Personal Items:

Please send a backpack daily with a complete change of clothing, including underwear, and socks.  Accidents do happen.  For infants please provide 1 week supply of items needed for changing.  Please remember to send a coat or jacket in cool weather.  Children may not bring personal items unless they need them for security during naptime.  Teachers will give advance notice of show-and-tell dates.  All items should be labeled.

Birthdays and Holidays:

If you wish to share your child’s birthday with his/her class, we welcome you to do so by bringing a special treat for snack time.  Please bring enough for the whole class.  Because the Pre-School is a Christian program, holiday celebrations will reflect our Christian beliefs.  

Withdrawal:

If you must withdraw your child from the Pre-School program please give the office at least 2 weeks written notice.  This will allow us to arrange for a child on the waiting list to quickly fill an open slot.  Individuals who withdraw without notice will not be eligible for a refund of tuition.

Requirements:

Children ages three years and up must be toilet trained in order to attend the program.
Confidentiality:

No staff member of the Apple of His Eye Preschool, volunteer or paid, is allowed to hold in confidence, any information in regard to the safety of a child.  The law requires any person who believes that a child is being abused, neglected, or exploited to report the circumstances to the Texas Department of Family and Protective Services.
